First	Reading	 Ezekiel	43:1-7a	
God’s	glory	fills	the	temple,	demonstrating	God’s	presence	returning	to	dwell	with	the	people.	God	declares	the	
temple	 holy	 and	 pledges	 to	 restore	His	 relationship,	 promising	 ongoing	 blessing	 and	 sanctification	 for	His	
people.	

Then	[God]	brought	me	to	the	gate,	the	gate	facing	east.	2 And	there	the	glory	of	the	God	of	Israel	
was	coming	from	the	east;	the	sound	was	like	the	sound	of	mighty	waters,	and	the	earth	shone	
with	his	glory.	3 The	vision	I	saw	was	like	the	vision	that	I	had	seen	when	he	came	to	destroy	the	
city	and	like	the	vision	that	I	had	seen	by	the	River	Chebar,	and	I	fell	upon	my	face.	4 As	the	glory	
of	the	LORD	entered	the	temple	by	the	gate	facing	east,	5 the	spirit	lifted	me	up	and	brought	me	
into	the	inner	court,	and	the	glory	of	the	LORD	filled	the	temple.	
6 While	the	man	was	standing	beside	me,	I	heard	someone	speaking	to	me	out	of	the	temple.	7a He	
said	to	me:	“Mortal,	this	is	the	place	of	my	throne	and	the	place	for	the	soles	of	my	feet,	where	I	
will	reside	among	the	people	of	Israel	forever.”

Second	Reading	 	 1	Peter	3:13-22	
The	author	of	1	Peter	encourages	Christians	to	remain	faithful	even	in	the	face	of	defamation	and	persecution.	
In	baptism	we	are	made	clean	to	act	in	accordance	with	what	is	right.	

Who	will	harm	you	if	you	are	eager	to	do	what	is	good?14	But	even	if	you	do	suffer	for	doing	what	
is	right,	you	are	blessed.	Do	not	 fear	what	 they	 fear,	and	do	not	be	 intimidated,	15but	 in	your	
hearts	sanctify	Christ	as	Lord.	Always	be	ready	to	make	your	defense	to	anyone	who	demands	
from	 you	 an	 accounting	 for	 the	 hope	 that	 is	 in	 you,	 16	 yet	 do	 it	with	 gentleness	 and	 respect.	
Maintain	a	good	conscience	so	that,	when	you	are	maligned,	those	who	abuse	you	for	your	good	
conduct	in	Christ	may	be	put	to	shame.	17	For	it	is	better	to	suffer	for	doing	good,	if	suffering	should	
be	God’s	will,	 than	 to	 suffer	 for	doing	evil.	 18	 For	Christ	also	suffered	 for	 sins	once	 for	all,	 the	
righteous	for	the	unrighteous	in	order	to	bring	you	to	God.	Christ	was	put	to	death	in	the	flesh	but	
made	alive	in	the	spirit,	19	in	which	also	he	went	and	made	a	proclamation	to	the	spirits	in	prison,	
20	who	in	former	times	did	not	obey,	when	God	waited	patiently	in	the	days	of	Noah,	during	the	
building	of	the	ark,	in	which	a	few,	that	is,	eight	lives,	were	saved	through	water.	21	And	baptism,	
which	this	prefigured,	now	saves	you—	not	as	a	removal	of	dirt	from	the	body	but	as	an	appeal	to	
God	for	a	good	conscience,	through	the	resurrection	of	Jesus	Christ,	22	who	has	gone	into	heaven	
and	is	at	the	right	hand	of	God,	with	angels,	authorities,	and	powers	made	subject	to	him.

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Nicene	Creed

For	us	and	for	our	salvation	he	came	down	from	heaven,

For	our	sake	he	was	crucified	under	Pontius	Pilate;	
he	suffered	death	and	was	buried.	
On	the	third	day	he	rose	again	in	accordance	with	the	scriptures;	
he	ascended	into	heaven	
and	is	seated	at	the	right	hand	of	the	Father.	
He	will	come	again	in	glory	to	judge	the	living	and	the	dead,	
and	his	kingdom	will	have	no	end.

Matthias,	Apostle	
Thursday,	May	14,	2026	
Matthias	was	the	apostle	added	to	the	Twelve	after	Jesus'	resurrection,	as	a	
replacement	for	the	dead	Judas	Iscariot.	He	had	traveled	among	the	followers	of	Jesus	
throughout	the	Lord's	ministry.	Formerly	commemorated	on	February	24,	Matthias's	
celebration	is	moved	to	May	14	in	agreement	with	most	Western	calendars.
